Mystery fish—anglers are encouraged to measure in any type of legal species
caught (excluding stingrays and eels) to be eligible for the longest mystery fish
award. The species of the mystery fish will be announced after all fish have
been measured. Fish will be measured from end of nose to end of tail. All fish
must be caught on rod and reel, from a boat or dock. Any type of bait is
allowed. Check-out will begin at 6:30 am via VHF 72 or call 294-0959. Fishing
begins at 7:00 am. Measure-~in begins at 1:00 pm and closes at

4:00 pm. You must be in line by 4:00 pm. All participants must comply with
Coast Guard regulations and instructions. Measure-in located at Beach Marine.
Captains Club committee personnel will be available during the tournament on
VHF 72 or at 294-0959.

Weather: The tournament weather call will be made at 6:00 am on VHF 72. The
tournament committee reserves the right to cancel the tournament due to unsafe
conditions. Four hours of fishing will constitute a tournament day. Weather
day for the tournament will be Sunday, March 26, 2012. If the weather day is
cancelled, tournament will be rescheduled and anglers will be notified.
